Gladys Louise Sanders Hudson, 90, of Charlotte, died at her home on Wednesday,

Gladys went to work for commercial bakeries, including Lance (where she actually hand
packed cookies as the automation age was just coming in), Keebler and Jack’s Cookies,
where she was a shift supervisor. When she was not working, Gladys enjoyed singing,
especially church hymns; reading Harlequin romance novels and she was a big fan of the
bookmobile. Most of all, she loved people. Gladys was always aware of other’s needs and
she was a caretaker for many people. She was a “mother” to all whether you were her
child or not, and she especially loved the time spent with her grandchildren. 
Gladys is survived by her children: Mary (husband Wayne) Davis of Charlotte, and Joann
(husband Jeff) Mullinax of Concord, NC; her grandchildren: Nichole (husband Bryan)
