Adolfo
Lopez Mateos. Tuvo tres hijos con él: Wilfrido, Roxana y Xul.

Estudié voz, musica, declamacion y oratoria en el Conservatorio de Musica y
Declamacién de Puebla. También complet6 un secretariado e hizo algunos



estudios de inglés, francés y guitarra. Mas tarde, completé la carrera de
Educacion Preescolar en la Normal de Educadoras del Estado de Morelos.

Su esposo colocé la primera Biblia en sus manos, lo que le provoc? el interés
por el conocimiento de Dios. Cuatro anos después del fallecimiento de su
esposo, Lupita visito la Iglesia Bautista Monte Abarim, en Cuernavaca,
Morelos, donde ella y sus hijos recibieron a Cristo como su Salvador el 21 de
agosto de 1988. Un mes mas tarde se bautizo. Siguio creciendo
espiritualmente: estudio algunas clases de Biblia en el instituto de la iglesia, y
mas tarde, en 1995, en el instituto biblico donde dos de sus hijos obtuvieron
su bachillerato en Biblia.

Lupita Capistran Miranda was born in 1947 in the city of Xalapa, Veracruz,
Mexico. From the age of 3, her father taught her to sing and took her to other
cities and states to sing with famous musicians from Mexico. She sang on
radio and television.

In 1968 she joined attorney Wilfrido Pérez Bautista, who was adviser to two
presidents of Mexico: Adolfo Ruiz Cortinez, and Adolfo Lépez Mateos. She
had three children with him: Wilfrido, Roxana and Xul.



She studied voice, music, declamation, and oratory at the Puebla
Conservatory of Music and Declamation. She also completed a secretarial
degree and did some studies in English, French and guitar. Later, she
completed the Preschool Education career at the Normal de Educadoras del
Estado de Morelos.

Her husband placed her first Bible in her hands, which sparked her interest in
knowing God. Four years after the death of her husband, Lupita visited Monte
Abarim Baptist Church, in Cuernavaca, Morelos, where she and her children
received Christ as their Savior on August 21, 1988. A month later she was
baptized. She continued to grow spiritually; she studied some Bible classes at
her church’s institute, and later, in 1995, at the Bible institute where two of her
children obtained their bachelor's degree in Bible.

Her greatest desire was to testify of Christ to everyone she met. Her greatest
joy was seeing her 3 children married to good Christian spouses, which was
an answer to her prayers to the Creator of the Universe, to the Almighty, to the
Lord of Hosts, to the King of Kings and Lord of Lords, as she used to praise
Him saying, “to Him be the honor and the glory.”

Some verses that impacted her life were Joshua 1:8-9 “This Book of the Law
shall not depart from your mouth, but you shall meditate in it day and night,
that you may observe to do according to all that is written in it. For then you
will make your way prosperous, and then you will have good success. Have |
not commanded you? Be strong and of good courage; do not be afraid, nor be
dismayed, for the Lord your God is with you wherever you go.” Psalm 18:49
“Therefore | will give thanks to You, O Lord, among the Gentiles, And sing
praises to Your name.” Psalm 30:12 “To the end that my glory may sing praise
to You and not be silent.

O Lord my God, I will give thanks to You forever.” Now she has a new song.

Roxana read her the Bible from John 14:1-6. She is survived by her three
children: Wilfrido Pérez and his wife Julie, Roxana Keiser and her husband
David, and Xul Pérez and his wife Katy; her seven grandchildren: Wilfrido,
Joseph, Laura (“Susie”), Nancie, and Sophie Pérez Cutright, and Samuel and
Daniel Keiser Pérez; her eight siblings: Emilio, Tere, Malu, Socorro, Amador,
Yola, Consuelo, and Esperanza; as well as brothers and sisters-in-law, nieces
and nephews and great-nieces and great-nephews.
